The Army Mine Planter Service, established within the Coast Artillery Corps, Jul 1918, assumed duties performed by the Artillery Corps in general since 1901 and, before that, by the Corps of Engineers.  Not until the post‑WWII major military reorganizations did the mission of harbor defense mining revert to the Navy.  See:
