BG John Brooke, commanding Dept of the Platte, reported 5 Sep 1891:





	An effort was made to enlist a company for the Second Infantry at the Pine Ridge Agency, which was not successful, but five Indians having (sic) been enlisted.  The principal objection to the enlistment of Indians at this point came from the chiefs and the fact that they were satisfied with the present condition and having also an objection to serving as foot soldiers.  (Sec War Rpt, 1891, p. 252).








The next year, Brooke's report reflected progress:





	The enlistment of Indians was continued, and Company I, Second Infantry, was recruited from the Ogalallas, at Pine Ridge, to its full strength and stationed with its regiment at Fort Omaha, Nebraska.  (Sec War Rpt, 1892, p. 123).








	Lieutenants Abner Pickering and Peter Marguart simultaneously served in Company I between 1892 and 1894.  CPT William Turner was the commander of Company D at that time, while James Miller captained Company I.  See:
