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NOTE:    US ARMY CRIMINAL INVESTIGATION ORGANIZATION, ETO, WWII





	The overseas American equivalent of the British Army's Special Investigations Branch (SIB) was the Criminal Investigation Branch, Military Police Division of the Office of the Provost Marshal, European Theater (CIBMPDOPMET?).  Like their British counterparts, the American investigators were organized into small teams or cells and distributed among the various commands.  Unlike their British counterparts, American agents did not constitute a subdivision within the overall Military Police Corps; instead, qualified personnel were assigned directly to detachments.  Thus the acronym "CID" did not identify any department or division within the US military police structure.  It served loosely to describe investigators and detachments.  The abbreviation "CID" was not an authorized acronym in the US Army during WWII.  See:
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
