	There seems to be no particular type of sand table that could be considered a US Army standard item of issue.  Supply catalogs and supply manuals indices list no such item of equipment.  Terrain Models and Relief Map Making:  Technical Manual 5�249 (Apr 1946) classifies relief models according to use, such as for strategic or tactical planning, or else for field or headquarters use.  The manual describes basic materials used to construct the tables �� paints, plywood, cardboard, plaster, paper�mache, cheesecloth, and burlap, plus sawdust, cotton, wire, wood pegs, nails, and glue.  Detailed descriptions of construction procedures fill this 69�pg manual.





	Older tables are described and depicted in Farrand Sayre's Map Maneuvers and Tactical Rides, 5th ed (Springfield, 1911; U310S282), p. 48, and in the Index of Graphic Training Aids and Devices:  DA Pamphlet 310�5, May 1956, p. 209.  The latter pub contains a small photo of a terrain model kit consisting of prefabricated terrain features set upon a metal folding table, which resembles a portable card�playing table with collapsible legs.
