Also uncovered was the Academy's 1816 course of instruction in Regulations, U.S. Military Academy, 1816, pages 2�3 (bound with U.S.M.A. Official Registers, 1818�1837;  U410H3).  One can compare the 1816 data with courses of instruciton in Regulations for the U.S. Military Academy, 1857, pages 11�21, and the Regulations for 1877, pages 13�19 (U410C3.1857 & 1877).
