No detailed account of daily operations in the vicinity of Ruhland was uncovered.  By far the most useful source is the New York Times, 16 ‑ 30 Apr 1945 (on microfilm), which contains daily reports, maps, and military communiques on the overall Russian offensive in eastern and central Germany.  Operations in the triangular area of Dresden‑Cottbus‑Torgau are well covered, but without mention specifically of Ruhland located within.  Apparently, the village was not a prime military objective despite its location near a convergence of road and rail lines.  It appears to have been overrun by the Red Army, 21‑23 Apr, when Senftenberg, just 7 miles east, came under Russian control.  The identity of the specific Russian units of the First Ukrainian Front under Marshal Ivan S. Konev is unknown.  See:
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
