OFFICIAL STATES OF MASCOTS


A search in superseded Army Regulations and other directives uncovered no authority for mascots or even any reference to them.  To be sure, mascots certainly have been adopted by various Army units and even the US Military Academy's football team.  Their "official" standing, one supposes, came from some form of local authorization and not the published orders of higher headquarters.


One case in point is the 27th Infantry (Wolfhound) Regiment's mascot, a wolfhound named "Kolchak."  The first "Kolchak" appears to have been christened, adopted, and otherwise given mascot" status at Schofield Barracks in 1929.  Brief accounts of that ceremony appear in the following:

At least nine successive Kolchaks have followed.  Info on the "military service records" of those mascots and copies of any "official" orders may be with the 25th Infantry Division Association.  (The 27th Inf Rgt has long been assigned to the 25th Inf Div.)  Another potential source of pertinent information is the retired records of the 27th Infantry in the National Archives.
