WIGWAG SIGNALS

During the late 19th century, the U.S. Army Signal Corps used the wigwag system, which transmitted a two‑element code via one pole flag.  The very different semaphore system involved using two hand flags and did not become part of Army signaling until early in the 20th century.  See:
