� Almost � China Relief Expedition, 1900  commanded by GEN Adna Chaffee, but not a joint opns.  U.S. naval forces remained separate.  (See Agnew article, Military Review (Oct 76),  p. 66.)





� U.S. coastal defense.


	No unified commander designated or prescribed.  Functions of Army & Navy kept separate.





� WWII � most fertile area for observing the problems of unified


	command � profuse amphibious landings.
