MEDICAL OFFICER QUALIFICATIONS

Commissioned officers in the US Army Medical Dept, WWI, were organized into various corps.  Commissions in the Medical Corps and the Medical Reserve Corps required a doctoral degree in medicine.  Commissions in the Dental and Veterinary Corps also required appropriate professional degrees.  Only the Sanitary Corps required no professional degrees for its officers.  In late Nov 1918, the strength of the commissioned personnel in the two Medical Corps peaked at 30,591, all, presumably, doctors of medicine.  At that same time, the officer strength of the Sanitary Corps was 2,919, some of whom could conceivably have been doctors.  See:
