	Three�dimensional photographs or vectographs were first used in WWI, born out of the US Air Service's need to improve its reconnaissance capabilites.  By WWII, 3�D photography was widely used by the Allies for air and ground reconnaissance.  With the distribution of special eyeglasses and use of the vectograph projector, 3�D photographs could be displayed to a large audience.  Stereoscopic photography, by then, had become obsolete as a means for aerial reconnaissance.  See:
