	Although Allied planners considered various major ports for the main assault area, the German defenses seemed too strong in those port areas compared with the Normandy coast.  More importantly, logistical needs required a rapid build�up of troops and supplies in the lodgement area.  Faith was placed in the ability of Allied technology to overcome the lack of deep water ports along Normandy's Cotentin Peninsula.  Logistical plans thus developed aroung the concept of beach unloading and the use of two artificial harbors (Mulberry A&B) constructed in England and towed to the invasion beaches.  See:
