INTRODUCTION

General Headquarters, Far East Com.and and United Nations. Com-
mand (GHQ, FEC/UNC) continued during Noveuber the variety of assign-
ments connected with the occupation of Japan, military government
of Ckinawa, prosecution of the war in Kores and oﬁher matters with-
in its zone of responsibility. Eanphasis remained on Korea, with
activities of all staff sections geared to handle the rapidly.
éhanging battle situaﬁion which shifted from sugcessful advance
against & defeated foe to bitter withdrawal before powerful thrusts
of overwhelming new forces within the space of a few days.

Command arrangements in Korea resultéd in closely unified sea,
air anq ground'force ope.ations under the direct control oi the
Commander in Chief, UNC‘(CINCUNC). Certain inflexinle limitations

were imposed by terrain, connunications anc logistical realities.

‘The mountainous spine splitting Horth Korea fromw north to south ai-

vided the area into two distinct parts for military purposes, dic-

tating a similar division in the comusnd and organizational struc-

ture of ground forces during the period -—- Eighth Arny in the west-
ern part and X Corps in the eastern ares. (1)

The offensive potential of the North Koreaun Feople's aruy was
strengthened considerably during the first week of Fovenmber by the
physiCdl~entry of elewents of the Chinese Coummunist Forces (CCf)
into the war. CCF units concentrated along the Yalu River were
considered by G-2, Fiul/IMNC as capable of seizing the initisative and

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launching offensive operations to the south, ti.ereby presenting a
definite threat to UN Forces in Korea. The buildup of CUF strength
in Manchuria had been closely watched by FiC; strength in Manchuria

rose from 116,000 regular troops in July to 450,000 in lite Septem~

ber and reached a total of 850,000 in Lanchuria and Xores by 16 No-

verber., This increase in strength was not considered an ium.ediate
indication of warlike intentions or intervention in Korea; it repre—
sented a return'df forces norrally stationed in Manchuria from the
south, where they had been transferred for operctions against Hainan
and Formosa. The possible intentions of Comnunist China in regara

to Lorea were given seiious consideration when other units not gen-
eral%y within the lanchurizn coiwiand began to appear ii the area in
great strength. Deployment of ten CUF corps along the Yalu River
inci.eased the potentiality for a large-scale invaéion, posing a
threat oi serious proportivns. The dhexpected sharp increase of CLF
strength in Korea during Cctover was attributed to a conbination of
circumstances: the recegpt of fragmentary and iuconclusive informa-
tion froa the first Chinese Fi's captured, lacs of -militar, knowledge
on the part of these Fii's, surréptitious crossing oI the Yalu River
bty organized forces at night and the fact that CCF units were commit-

ted piecemeal rather than as entire units. Early in Novenmber it

was evident that the allegedly "token" forces comnitied to the bat-

tle area by Communist China were the possible vanguard of complete

divisions .nd armies to appear within the near future. In addition -

'to the definite large-scale conuitment of CCF units from the Third

and Fourth Fie;d Arnmies in China's moves against UN Forces in Korea,
the presence of units of the First CCF Field Aruy on Korea's north-
east frontier was considered a further military ranpower poten-

tial capable of immediate aggression. In mid-iiovember the eneny
suddently ceased his ofiensive, broke contact with UN Forces and

withdrew to positions farther north where the extremely rugged

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terrain lent itself reacily to the défense of key features and
strong points along major routes of the UN advance. Although the‘
lull in enemy fighting along :zost of the front and compléte loss

of contact in sowe sectors was considered as an iﬁdication that the
CGF were effecting a withdrawal across the Korean-ianchurian fron-
tier, iddications of continuing heavy troop movenents into north-
east China and Manchﬁria supported the.possibility that Coumwunist
China ;ntended to defend the vital reservoirs and power installa-
tions along the Y:lu River. (R)

The Ui general offensive was launched on 24 Novenber to come
plete the defeat of the North Korean army, disclose the intgntions
of the CUF and fulfill the UN mission of securing all of iorth &o-
rea. CINCUNC's position, «s stated to Departmgnt oi the aruy (Da)
on 25 liovember, was that prosecution of the military campaign until
the objective of destroying all enemy forces south of Jforea's north-
ern boundary was. achieved was most important. It was uelieved that
anything less would be regarded by the ilorean people as a vetrayal
of sovereign énd territorial integrity; the Chinese ana other asi-
atics would regard-it as a weakness reflected from appeaisenent of
Conu.unist aggression. Entry of the Chinese Communists into the Ko~
rean conflict was a knowingly assumed risk at the time UN Forces
were committed initially in June; the hazard would have beeﬁ greater
at the time UN Forces were restricted behind the Fusan Ferimeter.
CINCUNC believed that prompt implementation of the amnounced plan
to replace American units along the Korean-lanchurian border with
Republic of Korea (ROK) Army units, return of US units to Japan,
parole of Korean PW's to theif homes and unification of all Korea
under a single civil government under UN guidance, once the military
objective of eliminating the foe from Korean territory was reached,

would appeal to the Chinese mind; if not, the situstion would not
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. be influenced to any appreciable degree by halting commitments short
of promised accomplishment. ZAcconplishment of the announced mili-
tary nission was considered as the only hope of checking Soviet and
Chinese aggressive designs before the two countries were consitted
to a course from which, for political reasons, it would be difiicult
to withdraw. (3)

The Zighth Army offensive progressed rapidly during the first
two days, meeting little or no eneuy resistance., Heavy CCF counter-
attacks on 26 November forced withdrawals on the\right flank and
necessitated commitment of reserves to bolster the sag;ing lincs.,
The offensive ground to a coiplete halt on the 27th as the right
flank was withdrawn eleven miles to face the axis of the CUF attack.
RCK divisions, which had‘borne the brunt of the attack, were badly
disorganized. CoLplete encirclement of‘Eigﬁth Army forces was
avoided and new defense lines c¢stauvlished south of the Chongchon
River. Reserves werc moved east into the thirty mile gap between
Eighth Army and X Cdrps zones to establish blocking positions and
halt the enemy advance. Mcanwhile, X Corps units coatinued advanc-
ing along the eastern side of the Korean peninsula and northward
toward the Chosin Reservoir. In response to a CINCUNC suggestion
for a strong X Corps effort in support of the Highth Ariy attack,
the Corps Coumander responded that it could hest assist iighth Arny -

' by continuing its northward advance, destroying Chinese and North
Korean Forces in the Chosin Rescrvoir area «nd placing X Corps in
a ppsition to thrcgten or cut enemy lines of comuunication from

Jmanpojin; movement to the west along the only two suitable vehicu~
lar roads available would put X Corps troops‘in the rear of current

.froht lines in Eighth Army sector, making any advance in that di-
réction appear fraitless. X Corps launched the east pincer arm of

the UN offenéive on 27 Novenbei against heavy cnemy resistance,

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which cut the majin supply routes. Cn 30 November it was estimated
that X Corps was confronted by two CCF Ariiies in the Chosin heser-
voir area and possibly a third on its west flank, forcing a with-
drawal cf forces to an assembly area in the Hamhung-Hungnam vici-
nity. UN strength in Korea at the end of November was insufficient
to meet the undeclared war launched by the CCF; UN iir Forces could
not prévent reinforcements and su;plies frow crossing the frozen
Yalu River. The end of the nonth found UN Forces completcly on the
defensive with plans in execution for reacdjustiient of positions and
consolidation of‘forces to face the CCF onslaught. (4)

UN naval and air activities contributed significantly to the
success of .the Novenber canmpaign during both advance and withdrawal.
Naval units provided‘fire supgort for ground forces in addition to
carrying out normal patrol, blockade anc ndinesweeping tasks. Air-
craft from naval units camsed heavy damage to eneny installations
and inflicted undetermined enemy castalties. General Far dast air
Forces (FEAF) operations instructions established early in NOVGmbéy
called for complete interdiction of North Xcoresn lines of comnuni-
cation, destruction of supply cénters, ground- forces and other mili-
tary targets having an immediate effect on the'currenf situation,
Favorable'results of FHAF round-the-clock operations were apparent
in appraisals of target destruction. Destruction of the Koreaﬂ end
of all intérnational bridges across the Yalu River was accomglished
desbite the difficultics involved in lindting attacks strictly to
thg Korean side of the Yalu boundary. Enemy air activities increas-
ed, with pilots taking fu}l advantage of their Manchurian sanctuary
when engaged by friendly forces. 4irlift operations played an in-
creasingly important role in emergency supply of isolated ground
units and evacuation of troops, supplies ana equipment from unten-

able forward positions during withdrawal operations toward the end

The shortage of personnel which had plagued FiC even vefore
tlie beginning of hostilities, continued to harass the counand.
Many supporting units were shipped to combat areas understrengtiy,
thefeby reducing unit capavilities considerably. Fewer units at
full strengti. would have provided a limited nunber of completely
effective units as opposed to a larger number of partially effec-
tive units. Training programs were instituted to fill acute short-
ages, A réplacement personnel allocépion system regulated the flow
of replacements to critical spoks. (6) i

Logistical support became increasingly difficult with the rapid
norﬁhwérd advance of UN Forces, The approach of severe winter weath-
er in northern Korea added to the over-all daily supply problems
facing the comnand. (7)v Airlift of regular‘résupply of rations,
clotiing and motor fuel, in addition to ammunition needs; Wwds ne-
cessary early in the month to keep pace with speedy forward move-
ments. (8) Froblems connected with critical shortages of arctic
clothing as well as normal essential battle‘items required constant

adjustments and solutions. (9)

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Chapter II

CFERATIONS IN XKOREA

The end of Cctober brought hopes of an early cessation‘of hosf
tilities and rapid redeployment of the bulk of US units from Korea,
based on probable non-intervention by CCF; The plan called for
swift redeployment of Eighth Army to Japan; retention of Japan Lo-
gistical Conmand (JLC); maintainance of ten RCK divisions throﬁgh-—
out both North and South Korea; and retention of X Corps in iorea
f as a major command of UNC. Redeployment of UN Forces fron Korea
was tq be in order of European first and Asiatic last., (1)

Identification of elenents of twelve CCF Divisions in forward
~areas in Korea within the first eleven days of November changed the |
course of operations frdm pursuit of a defeated North Lorean Army
to a new canpaign against a fresh eneny force,

1. Ground (2)

On 1 Novenber US elements of the I U3 Corps were advancing along
the éoast and beyond Unsan while ROK units regroﬁped and consoli-
dated positions agaihst elements of the CCF. Overrunning of lst
~ Cavalry Division positions by enemy forces on the following day
halted the I US Corps advance and forced withdrawal of the bulk of
its forces south of the Chongchon River. II ROk Corps continued
blocking and delaying action against heavy CCF pressure. By 4 No- -
venber II RCK Corps had regained positions in the Kunu-ilon area.

At the same tine I US Corps reached defensive pOSitioné north amd
northeast of Kunu-ri with IX US Corps occupying positions northeast,

east and southeast of the town. I US Corps advanced on 7 November

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beyond Sinanju with IX US Corps securing the east flank and II
RCK Corps advancing through Tokchon:

On 11 November I US Corps launched an offensivé to seize a line
of departure for the planned resumption of the UN general ofiensive
scheduled for 15 November. (3) Inemy reaction on’13 Novenber var-
ied from stubborn.resistanCe with strong counterattacks on the
right to sporadic resistance on tﬁe léft and penetration of 11 ROK
Corps positions to a depth of two miles. II ROK Corps regained
Tokchon by 15 Novenmber, with I US Corps advancing against evidence
of enemy wiﬁhdrawal. The line of departure was reached by all I
Us Co;ps units on 17 November with no enemy resistance reported by
patrols some 8,000 yards ahead. leanwhile enémy resistance in- |
creased sharply in II ROK Corps area.

The general offensive (4) postponed from 15 foveimber for lo-
gistic reasons, jumped off on 24 November as scheduled with I and
I¥ US Corps making gains of fron two t§ eight miles and 1I ROK Corps

advancing from two to three miles without meeting any enemy resist

Nov that Corps becone familiar with Eighth Army plans in order to be
preparec for any possible change in the situation and suggestion
that X Corps plans be developed for a strong effort in coordination
with resumption of dighth Army offensive, X Corps Commander respond-
ed that it would be inadvisable for X Corps to operate in any
strength to the west since the two suitable vehicular routes in that
direction in X Corps zone entered uiighth Army zone in the rear of
current front lines, making any advance to the west appear a fruit-
less operation. It was stated that X Corps could best support
Eighth Aray by continuing its northward advance, destroying Chinese
and Nortlr Korean forces in the Chosin Resc¢rvoir area and placing X
Corps in a position to threaten or cut enemy lines of cormunication
from }anpojin. X Corps meanwhile would secure inportant hydroelec-
tric power installations in its zone and be in a position to com~
plete its ultimate mission.

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ance. - Enemy bpposition remained practically non-existent except
in the II ROK Corps area on the foliowing day. Trouble developed
on 26 November on the IX US Corps right flank and in II ROK Corps
zone with12d US Division under heavy attack and 7th and 8th ROK
Divisions forced to withdraw to a defense line south of Tokchon.
The II ROK Corps reserve, 6th ROK Division, was comiitted to bol- -
ster 8th ROK Division. The UN éffensive ground to-a conplete halt
on 27 Novenber as the right flank of I US Corps was bent backwards
to maintain contact with 1X U3 Corps which hdd’withdraWn eleven
miles to face the axis of the CCF attack. The 6th ROK Division es-
tablished blocking positions to. contain the enemy; Tth «nd 8th ROK

Numerous penetrations and infiltrations all along the front de-
veloped by 28 November., IX US Corps ione was extended to include
that formerly assigned to the battered II ROK Corps. I and IX US
Corps began a coordinated retrograde movement to Corps defense
lines, IX US Lorps reserve, lst Turkish armed Forces-Conmand, was
committed in the area of the partially surrounded 2d.US Division.
By 29 November 2d US Division and lst Turkish Armed Forces Co:.mand

were able to blunt theé main CCF attack aimed at complete encircle-
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(5) On 28 November, four days after fighth Army resumed the offen-
sive, CINCUNC radioed Department of Army (DA) that CCF were com-
mitted in North Korea in increasing strengtn. The aggregate
strength was given as 200,000 CCF plus 50,000 North Korean troops.
Indications were that CCF units moved northward -inmediately after
the Iiichon invasion with heavy concentrations of troops in Lan-
churia and surreptitious movement by night infiltrations of orga-
nized forces into North Korea. The CCF broke contact after check-
ing the UN advance toward the Yalu River late in October to build
up in overwhelming strength presumably for a spring offensive, with
the ultimate objective aimed at complete destruction of all UN For-
- ces in Korea. Fresent UN strength was considered insufficient to
meet the undeclared war of CCF. It was stated that UN Air Forces
could not interdict avenues of reinforcenents and supplies crossing
the frozen Yalu River. UNC was faced with conditions beyond its
control and strength. The strategic plan for the imnnediate future
was iIndicated as passing from offensive to defensive.

X US Corps advances along the east coaét and to the Chosin Kes-
ervoir continued during the early days of Novemper against light\td
moderate enemy resistance, Strong eneny counterattacks net RCK
units on the east coast on 13 and 14 Novenber, causing a partial
withdrawal. ROK units were able to contain a further strong enecms
attack south of the Crang River on 16 November with the assistance
of UN air strikes and navzl gunfire. lleanwhile US .iny and Larine
units continued advancing against decreasing eneiy resistance east
and west of Sang-ni, The ROK Capitol Division seizecu Yongchan on
19 Novenber, again assisted by UN air strikes and naval éunfire.“

On 21 Noverber the 17th US Infantry Regiment reached Hyesanjin on
the Manchurian border while the ROK Capitol Division captured Chung-
chonghujang and the 26th ROK Regiment seized Huksu~ri against stiff
eneny resistance. By <6 Novenber the 1 ROK Corps hid icvanced to
the outskirts of Chongjin and northeast of Hapsu, US units reaching
points southweét’of Yudam-ni -:nd northwest of Samsu. Heavy eneny
attacks on 28 Noverber against the lst US karine Divisiow, one day
aftér launching the east pincer arm of the UN offensive, cut the
main supply route. ’At the saine tile CCF units penetrated positions’
of the 7th US Division on the east side of the Chosin kescrvoir.
Heavy attacks against X US Corps positidns in the Chosin Rescrvoir

Reservoir; 400 woundea reguired helicopter evacuation before the
division could launch a drive through enemy roadtlocks. The 5th
and 7th US kFarine Regiments in process of pulling Lackito Hagaru-ri
helped the bittalions escaje the trap. iithdrawal of lLarines from
Yudam-ni to the Chosin Feservoir arsa over a seventecn mile route
obstrﬁcted by enemy roadblocks was slowed down consi@erably by the
necessity of transporting lérge numbers of wounded personnei. I
ROK Corps advance to the north was discontinued and the Corps di-
rected to regroup. The Wonsan Base was to be closed, witn withdraw-
~al of forces to the Hungnam Base. (7)

At the end of November UN Forces were on the defensive with -
plané in the process of execution for reacdjustment of Eighth Army
positions and consolfdation of X Corps units to face the CCF 6n-
slaught.

Chongjin

would be the farthest northeast advance point.

UX Forces would make every effort to spare all hydro-~
electric installations in North Korea.

Orderly elections would te held in North Korea and
unification of the country would procced in the event of

no further Chinese Coununist attack in force.

Ultimate handling of the sensitive norti.east area

would await UN procedures.

It was felt that such restrictions would not affect accomplishment
of the UNC military mission. At the same time it might provide an
out for Communist China to withdraw into kanchuria without loss of
face and lessen the concern of Soviet Russia for the security of
Vladivostok which was 2t the root of Russian pressure on Cemsunist
China to intervene in Korea.

CINCUNC replied on 25 Novenber (9) that the sucgested approach
would fail to achieve the desired result and woula provoke the very
consequences UNC was secking to prevent. A personal reconnaissance
of the Yalu River iﬁdicatedthat it would be impossible to stop on
comnanding terrain south of the river and hold the lines of approach

into North Korea. It was irportant to prosecute the miiitary cam-

It was believed that prompt iiplementation of the
plan once military objectives were rcached would apgeal to the
Chinecse mind; if not, "the resulting situaticn is not one which
might be influenced by bringing to halt our ailitary measures short
of present commitments."

UN naval units participating in Korean operations during No-
vember comprised TG 70.1, TF 77, TF S0, TG 96.¢ and TF 95, the
latter including TG 95.1 (Korean Flockade Unit No., 1), TG v¥5-2 (Ko-
rean Blockade Unit No. 2), TG 95.6 and TG 95.7 (ROK Navy). Ships
composihg these units were drawn from the United States, Great
Britain, Australia, Canada, New Zealand and France. The French
sloop, FS La Grandiere, was relieved frow kerean duties during the
latter part of November and returned to france for support of op-

erations against Communist®led Viet-iinh forces in French Indo-

" China.

Those units engaging primarily in patrol, bloeckade and mine--
sweeping operations were also called upon to provide fire support
for ground forces as required. TG 95.2 fired several missions in
support of the ROK Capitol Division's drive up the east coast to‘
Chongjin; on the 1l4th the unit neutralized enemy troops and 'succeed-
ed in halting an’attack on Capitol Division positions. Tasks in
support éf ground forces included conbat air patrol, illuminating
and harassing missions as well as specific target ussighments. Air-
craft from naval units strafed, bombed, rocketed and napalmed enemy
troop concentrations, bivbuac areas and troop columns, inflicting un-
determined casualties. Aircraft missions were hampered or aborted
on several occasions by such weather conditions as snow, ice, high
winds and zero visibility.

TG 90, in addition to firing ground support nissions, was en-
gaged in ofiloading the 1lst Uz3 Mariﬁe Division ana 3rd UShlnfantry
Divisions at Wonsan and 7th US Infantry Division at Iwon during the
month. TG 95.7, composed of ROK naval units, was utilized for close
inshore patrol of Korean waters and transporting ROK Mafines.

Minesweeping operations continued throughout the month on both
the east and west coasts of Korea. Chinnihpo channel was cleared
by 10 Noveuber for LST's and at high tide for ships with s draft
up to twenty-one feet. hinesweepiﬁg at Hungnam was coupleted by
14 November and at Songjin by 20 Novenber.

Aircraft from TF 77 attacked bridges at Chongsongjin, Manpojin, .
Samsu and Sinuiju oﬁ 9 and 10 November., The Sinuiju bridges were:
heavily danaged in these¢ raids and a later one on 15 Novenber; two
direct hits were scored on the railroad bridge at Sinuiju on 16
November. Cther attacks on bridges during the nontn indic;ted those

in the Chongjin, Nanam and Hyesanjin areas. Direct hits with
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1,000 pound bombs were scored on hangars and buildingé at the
Chongjin airfield in a bombing and strafing nission en 10 Novem- .

Planes from the USS Fhilippine Sea (TF 77) were attacked by
four LIG-15 jet aircraft in the Sinuiju srea on § loveuber; one
3G was shot down. On the following day another MIG was destroyed.
In an engagenent with twelve ¥KIG-15's on 18 Novcuber, aircraf£
from TF 77 destroyed one and damagedlthree beforé the aircraft
were able to escape to their inviolable kanchurian sinctuary.

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well as conducting psychological warfare leaflct drops over enemy
troops and specific locales in North Korea. ‘
During the two week period beginaing around‘5 Novenber, a
systematic campaign was initiated to desiroy th@‘Kprean end of all
international rail and highway bridges ¢n the EKoreansManciurian
border plus every means of communicition, supply center, high coni-
mund post, troop area, installation, factory, city and village i
North Xorea south of the border, with the exception of the Hashin
and Suiho Dams and other electric power plants. Special bombing
procedures and revised bombing téchniques were adopted in Yalu Ki-
ver bridéé attacks to breélude the possibility of bombs falling on

the Fanciurian side. Missions were flown so close to the border

that escorting fighters could protect only one side of the B~29's.

‘bomb sightings were possible. In order to minimize enemy counter
air operations Fifth Air Force cohducted pre-attack strafing of Aa
pbsitions in the Sinuiju area prior to BOMCOM's 8 Novémber maximum
effort aﬁd provided fighter cover during the strike. In the 8 No-
vember raid the east approaches to the Yalu River bridges were bomb-
ed with "poor to excellent” results; key commuhications and supply
centers at Sinuiju were bombed with "excellent! results. nixcel-
lent" results likewise were reported in a 12 November raid on han-
pojin with incendiary clusters. Sinuiju, hanpojin and other Yalu
River Crdésing points, together with railroad and highway appfoach—
es into Korea from these points, were'attacked congistently during
the remainder of the month in efforts to halt the influx of troop
reinforcements and supplies from Manchuria to support enemy forces
in North‘Korea.

In conjunction with the Eighth Army resumiption of the general
offensive on 24 November, Fifth Air Forcé and FEAF Benber Coumand

were directed to provide maximum available air support, considering
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rdnimuu and emergency requirenents ior X Corps, for i‘pcriod of

six days beginning oﬁe day prior to the offensive; (12) Stepped=

up attacks were concentrated on iwportant and criticil bridges in
the kighth Arny zone south of the Yalu River and within fifteen
miles of the Lorean-banchurian border. Close support nissions were
intensified greatly following the situation reversal on the greund
after 26 November. Heavily armed righters and light boabers were
constantly bombing, strafing, rocketi;g and napalaing enemy troops,
tanks and equipment immediately ahead of UN Forces.

In its conduct of cargo, troop transport and air evacuation

operations into &nd out of Kcrea, Corbat Cirgo Command (CQLCARCOI\:Z)
flew over 6,000 sorties hindling more than 20,000 1irlift passen-
gers, nearly 9,500 evacuecs and some 59,500,000 pounds of freight
during the period 30 October ti:rough 28~November. Feak evacuee
load was reached on 26 Novenber with the airlift of 962 persons.
During the¢ early part of the month, due to rapid advances of ground
troops, airlift to the battle front of regular day-to-d.y resgpply
of rations, clothing and motor fuel becane necessary, in addition
to normal dém&nd for criticilly short supply itecms, such as anuu-
nition.

Early in Cctcber, prior to the UN crossing of the 38th Foral-
lcl, Comaunist China hid'promised to supgort North Korecan efforts
to M"liberate" !orea. This was accompanied by an intensive propa-
genda campaign against the US. (1) The US was accused of following
in the footsteps of Juipan by annexing idorez, invading hanchurias,
conguering China and ultim.tely dominating ail of asiij; the Chinesc
were urged to unify and fight this "aiggression" sg:inst Kore., their
neighbor. The similarity of this program with korth Xoreun propa-
gand: prior to 25 June supported the issunption that Chinese Conmu}‘
nist leaders were prepiring their people psychologicaily for war. (2)

CCF strength in ianchurii had steadily increased from 116,000
regulur troops on 8 July to 45,000 by 21 Septermber ind 850,000 by
16 Novewber, This growth of strength was hot considered an immedi—
ate indication of warlike intentions or imtervention by the Chinese
Cormunists in Horei; it represcnted the return of forces of the
Fourth Chinese Arry group from the south, where they haid veen tr.ns-
ferred to participate in operations aigeinst Hiinan ind Formosa, to
duty stitions in hanchuria. j/hen other units not normsilly within
the Fourth Army Group began to appear in great strengtn, serious
consideration was given to the possible intentions of the Chinese
Cosmunists. The deployﬁeht of CCF troops Wlong the Yalu River be-
came significant; the buildup reached s total of ten corps esch with
tﬁree divisions; additional troops were deployed in the Tumen arca

During the month
enemy vehiculir traffic was concentrated in‘the central aina west-
ern sectors of North Korea, with the greatest volume in the cen-
ﬁral part. The volume was heaviest during the first two wééks of
November, followed by a steady decrease during midQNOVember and an
increase during the list week of the month. The mid-NOVember de-
crease was not attributed to the weather, since conditions for ob-
servation were more favorable curing this perioa than during the
preceding period; it ran concurrently with the lull‘in eneny ground
activity during the period. The increase in vehicles sighted be-
tween 21 and 28 Novenber indicated a buildup of cnemy forces in
the Huichon-OnjongsYongbyong ares.

supply points. The continued discovery and destruction of these
potential arscnals by UN Forces was expected to lessen the scile
of guerrilla activities to a large extent.

The gengril pattern of guerrilla activities during Novewbor
could be deduced from confirmed guerrilla sroup sightings for the
period. For the first week, sigintings were numerous south of the
38th Parallel with emphasis on the southeist sector of the domwon-
Fyongtaek-Kumchon area. In North .orec. the pattern followed gen-
erally in the path of the latest advance of the 3d ROK Division
along -the east coast.

The scope.and effcetiveness of
guerrilli activities kept approxirately 30 percent of the tbtal UN
troop strength in Korea engaged in anti-guerrilla opevations, di-
verting comhat units from front line duty .nd precluding formction
of an adequate reserve. iherever these gucrrill. forcss were permii-
ted to operute unhindercd they could expand, extend their coatrol
over wider ~reas and effectively undermine public uorale, Most of
their successes against UN supply lines dwring November wers limited

to attacks on small supply convoys.
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Control and communications for guerrilla.rorces apparently weve
not carried out according to any lJrgc-scéig plan during the early
part of tﬁe nonth. Liter indications revealed that such action h;d
been undertaken. Radio broudcasts frouw Feiping and ioscow had tak--
en considerable care to report ";cti;ities 8f guerrillas in UN reaY
areas" which, while ostensibly for news value, were so phrascd thal
they could have been utilized is an opérztional pattern and controli
for these predatory bands.

Beginning 1 November enemy air activity showed a marked in-
crease over that previously encountered in the Korein conflict. In
view of the appearance of eneny aifcrift in nunbers greater than
the estimated strength of the North Korean Air Force it was esti-
mated that units of the Chinese Cosmumnist Air Force hid entered the
war, possibly in the guise of "volunteers."

Eneny pilots became increasingly bolder and more aggressive as the
week passed, although they comtinued to'remain in the Qicinity of
their Manchuri:n sanctuary.

The plan of attack for :IG-15 jets seemed to follow a standurd
pattern. They would fly on the Lanchurian side of the Yalu ERiver
until_they sighted o UN aircraft. Then they inmediately headed
north until they were out of sight, giining altitude on the way.
when they had altitude advantage, they would return to the attack
and sweep buck into mJnﬁhuria, where the whole précess would be re-
peated. The eneny refused to be enticed away frow the border by UN
aircraft.

Although it was not possible to identif; positively the nation-
ality of the enemy plines and pilots obergting in Korea, tﬁé air-
craft were définitely known to be of Soviet design. During the
first part of Hovunber the enely begun employing‘LIG—lS, 2 new el-
liptical wing jet aircraft and a B-29 type bonber., The short,
hi$-and-run variety of his bonbing and strafing attacks‘indic;téd
that he was probably testing these ncwer types for battle perfornm-—
ance. In view of the «¢fficient deployment of UN air Forces in Ko-
rea the sudden aphearance of the Soviet type jets was not conciderec
1 serious threat. They were not believed capabl: of scriously in-
- terferdng with the UN offensive without substantial Soviet rein-
forcements, which were not considered likely.
