I have this to says

I am surprised that you would want the world to know the reason why
we detained the two wounded and captured personnel of your side following
the 5 September incident.

The two personnel of your side, disguised as:

Senior Private KIM, Yang Su and Senior Private YI, Sang=Chfol are in
fact specially trained officers.

Their real identities are:

Senior Lieutenant KIM; Yong-Myong - age 30 and Senior lieutenant YI,
Churig=Ch'0l = age 30,
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They were both assigned to the Cultural Liaison Department of the
Lth Korean People's Army Corps.

On 5 September 1962, these two specially trained officers, dressed
in the uniform of Privates, with four other similarly trained officers

I again lodge a serious protest against your side for the hostile
and illegal acts committed by your personnel on 5 Septembers These acts
constitute deliberate and willful violations of the Armisticc Agreement.

You know that the two alleged military men of your side, dressed
in the northern Korean uniform of enlisted men, are, in fact, officers
and trained agents.

Our side has never returned your agents, who have committed acts
of espionage and subversive activities against the free people of
southern Korea.

The two captured agents are common criminals and deserve treatment
fit only for criminals. However, they are getting better treatment in
free southern Korea than they would get if we returned them to your side.
Both of them realize that, if they return to north Korea they would not
even live long enough to see their relatives. They have requested to
remain in southern Korea. According tc their desires; they will remain

I have answered all of your questicns.

I propose a recess.

KPA/CPV:

Your side has continuously introduced into scuth Korea atomic weapons,
guided missiles and various new-type combat equipment in preparation
for ancther war of aggression.

This constitutes not only a perfidious act of flagrantly violating
the Armistice ligreement but alsc a challenge of gravely menacing peace
in Korea and the Far East.

Therefore, it is the main duty assumed under the Agrecment for the
Military Armistice Commission to discuss the matter concerned with
checking your criminal acts, since it has the obligation to supervise
the enforcement of the Armistice Agreement and settle through negotiations
the violations of the Armistice Agreement.

However, you have doggedly rejected it.

Commission to take a practical step to immediately stop your reinforcement
of armed force, expansion of armament and military maneuvers frenziedly
carried out in south Korea.

This notwithstanding, you, using preposterous quibblings, have
doggedly evaded the fulfilment of our demand for stopping your
preparations for another war and for immediately taking cut of Korea
all the illegally introduced lethal weapons.

This irrefutably proves that the U.S. imperialist aggressors are
scheming to continucusly maintain soubh Korea as a base for launching
atomic weapons and guided missiles and unleash ancther war of aggression
against the Korean people at all costse.

A£11 the facts show that unless the U.S. imperialist aggressors
withdraw from south Korea, it is impossible to maintain durable peace
in Korea or remove the war danger created in south Korea and it is
also impossible to materialize the peaceful unification of Korea as
intenced by the Armistice Agreement or improve the living condition of
the south Korea people and insure the safety of their life.

Only when the U.S. imperialist aggressors withdraw from south
Korea taking their blood=stained hands off Korea, the peaceful unification
of Korea can be realized and the Korean pecople can enjoy a happy life.

There can be no reason or pretext for you to stay any longer in
south Koresg.

You U.S. imperialist aggressors should get out of south Korea,
taking all the illegally introduced lethal weapons.
