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NOTE:     OFF�SHORE PROCUREMENT








Off�Shore Procurement = a general term denoting any procurement by U.S. armed forces in foreign countries.  More specifically, it designates a program of military assistance to other countries in which the U.S. purchases and distributes military materiel or other goods from foreign nations in order to promote mutual defense.  First formalized in the Mutual Security Act of 1951, this program chiefly applied to NATO nations, plus Japan and Formosa.
