Also, Annual Reports of the Commissioner of Indian Affairs (Wash, DC:  GPO, E93U71) include reports of agency and reservation agents and frequently mention medical problems.  See, for example, the 1879 report of Capt. Adna R. Chaffee, agent at San Carlos, AZ, which mentions the prevalence of syphillis and the lack of hospital facilities.  Also in that report is a chart "Showing Prevailing Diseases Among Indians, Number of Cases of Sickness Treated, &c."
