	According to the Historian's Office, Bureau of Indian Affairs, Dept of Interior, "U.S. Indian Service" was a widely used, unofficial term for the Office of Indian Affiars, an agency of the Department of the Interior.  The term has fallen into disuse since the 1947 official redesignation of OIA as the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
