	Concise info on Pvt Chiquito's award appears in the below�cited register, identifying him as an Indian Scout, with birth and place of entry into service unknown.  His Medal of Honor was issued on 12 Apr 1875 for "gallant conduct during campaigns and engagements with Apaches" during winter 1872�73.  23 others received the medal during the same winter campaign, including 9 other Indian Scouts.
