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	The battle for Pork Chop Hill actually comprised a series of actions in 1952 & 1953.  The most intensive fighting involved three separate occasions in March, April and July 1953, the best known of which occurred between 16 & 18 Apr 1953 because of coverage provided in S.L.A. Marshall's book, cited below, and the film "Pork Chop Hill," starring Gregory Peck (United Artists, 1959).
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NOTE:  In the 21 Mar 1959 issue of Army Times, p. 18, a brief article appeared about the soon�to�be�released motion picture on Pork Chop Hill.  It listed 19 known survivors of the Apr 1953 fighting and asked readers for information on additional survivors.  The response provided 50 more candidates for survivor status.
