USAFFE, a component of the U.S. Army, absorbed the PA when it was called into the 

service of the United States.  President Roosevelt's order, 26 Jul 1941, authorized the PA's induction and President Quezon's proclamation, 10 Aug 1941, implemented it.  The PA was released from U.S. service by President Truman's order, 29 Jun 1946.  Additional directives affected categories of Philippine military personnel, such as the Philippine Scouts, the Constabulary and various guerrilla units.  Sources:
