NOTE:  PRESIDENTS AS TACTICAL/FIELD COMMANDERS (js 85)





	When the question arises on which occasions did a serving American President actually command troops in a tactical sense, three come to mind: Washington at Carlisle, 1794:  Madison at Bladensburg, 1814; and Lincoln, summer 1862.  That Madison had a firmer and more direct grasp of troops at Bladenburg than did Washington during his Carlisle review of troops in 1794 is questionable.  To what extent in 1794, 1814 and 1862 were the commmands issued directly, rather than through the hovering covey of military bureaucrats?  Perhaps Washington's orders were as directly transmitted as were the orders (or questions) of Madison, who had certain advisors near at hand, including the Secretary of War.
