CIVIL WAR
US training of recruits and units was not standardized and War Dept developed no comprehensive training program.  Initial training for volunteer units raised by the states was conducted by the states themselves, with considerable variation in quality and quantity.  Units raised directly by the Federal Government, i.e., Regular Army, US Volunteers, and the US Colored Troops, received their initial insturction at designated camps of instruction.  State‑raised units were invited to these camps, but seldom attended.  See:
