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U.S. ARMY UNIVERSITY CENTERS, 1945-46 (dv 83)

Drawing upon the experience of the AEF University in 1919, the US Army during WWII prepared an extensive program of immediate postwar educational opportunities for overseas personnel. After hostilities ceased, the Army Education Program established four university centers at Florence,

Italy; Shrivenham, England; Biarritz, France; and Oahu, Hawaii.  Faculties were drawn from qualified military personnel already overseas and from civilian educators in the U.S.  Thousands of

qualified soldier‑students attended the centers, the first of which began operating at Florence, 

Jul 1945, and the last at Oahu, Dec 1945.  Demobilization and return of overseas troops soon closed the centers, and none remained by Feb 1946.  See:
