	The overland passage from Itea, in the Gulf of Krissa, via Amfissa to the Gulf of Maliaic served the ancient Greeks.  The Allied campaign of WWI in Greece used this route to minimize sea transport and submarine attack.  The British and French improved the road for 53 kilometers from their base at Itea to Brallos, where it linked with the main railway from Athens to Salonika.  See:
