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NOTE:    LIBERATION OF FIRENZUOLA, SEP 1944

U.S. troops occupied Firenzuola 21 Sep 1944 when elements of the 338th Inf Regt, 85th Inf Div entered during the campaign to reduce the Gothic Line.


Strategically situated in the Santerno River Valley, Firenzuola lay at the end of one of the two axes selected as an approach to the Gothic Line defenses.  Because of its location, the city had been subjected to both Allied and Axis bombardment.  After breaching the Gothic Line at Il Giogo Pass (Mt Altuzzo), the 338th Regt pushed into the pass and captured the flanking high ground on the 19th.  Two days later they reached devastated Firenzuola.  See:
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
