The oil refineries near Ploesti, Romania, underwent a number of Amer & Brit bombing attacks.  The first US raid on 12 Jun 42 involved 13 B‑24D bombers of the Halverston Detachment based in Egypt.  The second and best‑known mission occurred 1 Aug 43 featuring a low‑level attack by Amer B‑24s.  7 bombers force‑landed in Turkey, stranding 79 airmen for the duration.  From 

5 Apr until 19 Aug 44, the Fifteenth US Air Force and the 105th Group (Royal Air Force) attacked the Ploesti facilities from bases in Italy.  See:
