One of the Army Ground Forces observers in the Mediterranean Theater solicited opinions on the feasibility of horse cavalry and pack animals for the ongoing Italian campaign.  COL T.Q. Donaldson, Jr. (Cavalry) sent questionnaires to at least seven division and corps commanders and then incorporated their responses into his reports.
