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NOTE:    HISTORY OF OFFICER ETHICS & MORALITY








	No compiled history on the subject has been found here.  Two sources from which one could determine standards of behavior expected of officers in the 19th century are Army Regs and War Dept general courts martial orders.  AR indexing under the subject "officers", for example, will suggest tasks and obligations.  A survey of court martial charges and specifications will disclose the kinds of conduct considered offensive.
