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NOTE:    FORT, FORTRESS, OR BARRACKS?








	A search for information on the designation "Barracks" uncovered sources that suggest the term was used in the Anglo�American military establishments to describe permanent but unfortified troop stations, in contradistinction to garrisoned fortifications or "forts."  Military dictionaries of the 18th and 19th centuries define forts as elaborate structures consisting of various formal defensive works.  However, on the North American frontier, rudimentary defensive works were erected at nearly all military posts.  As a result, many U.S. posts were styled as "forts," even though by strict definition they functioned more commonly as "barracks."  At least 50 US military posts have been designated barracks at one time or another.  See:
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
