In Aug 1944, the two Allied forces moved toward a junction in the Dijon area:  12th Army Group from Normandy and the Seventh U.S. Army from the French Riviera.  Both included airborne units. Although no history of the 163d SSS Force is on file here, the few fragments of pertinent info uncovered suggest that it was a detachment of the Office of Strategic Services (OSS).  According to Seventh Army's Report of Operations, Vol 3 (03‑7‑1946), pp. 911 and 1063, its intelligence organization included a Special Service Section [SSS] identified parenthetically as OSS.  Likewise suggestive:
