SS TUSCANIA, 5 FEB 1918

Chatterton (cited below) provides details about the position of the ship when it was hit by the German submarine UB77.  Hoehling (below) relates that almost all 116 doughboys who died belonged to the 20th Engr Rgt, just out of training at American Univ campus, Wash, DC.


The most informative work, the below‑cited history of the 20th Engr, provides a narrative of the sinking and rescue, along with names of the men lost, all from Headquarters and 16th, 17th & 18th Companies of the 6th Bn.  The rgt consisted of forestry troops, with the officer ranks comprised of 25% forestry experts, 25% with military background, and 50% with sawmill and logging experience.  The enlisted men came from the Engr Enlisted Reserve Corps, from recruiting, from the Forestry Service, and from the draft.  The 6th Bn included several hundred men from the Northwest and Great Lakes region.
