A search failed to uncover here any manuals, treatises, or similar items specifically on the carbines and rifles manufactured by Christopher Spencer in the 1860s.  However, various data on Spencer weapons can be found by searching annual reports of the Chief of Ordnance for that period.  For example, in the 1866 report (UA24A1), total number and costs of Spencer carbines and rifles purchased during the Civil War appear on pp. 658 & 663‑64.  Also in the same annual report are proceedings of a board of officers that met to adopt breech‑loading models (pp. 668‑701).  Further refs to Spencer's small arms are scattered therein.  See also:
